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Preface 

Since its establishment in 2006, Ruach Yehudit has become the Israel's largest and leading educational program in the fields of Jewish identity. 

The program is working in close partnership with the Israeli government and with Areivim Philanthropic Group.   

Ruach Yehudit earns praise for its innovativeness, ingenuity and full compatibility with the Israeli educational curriculum. 

Ruach Yehudit's approach towards education combines informal learning within the formal daily curriculum (aka "Nonformal Learning") - This 

allows amongst other things, the participation and attendant of 100% of the pupils. 

The classes take place in groups of ten pupils per counselor (Madrich) and often include experiential activities, workshops, and debates. This 

approach, together with day tours - leads to a better exposure to and understanding of Jewish Symbols and main concepts. 

The educational team is comprised of young and dynamic and qualified counselors who can easily relate to the pupils and "speak in their own 

language".  

Ruach Yehudit's educational content and curriculum is innovative and unique reflecting a pluralistic approach while complying with demands 

and perception of the national education system. 

In 2006 the Ruach Yehudit program began as a municipal program, active solely in Jerusalem. By 2010 it's been running in 45 schools 

nationwide and will expand, according to the Government's request, to 65 schools in 2011-2012 school year. 
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In depth information 

The Ruach Yehudit (Jewish Spirit) program is active this school year in 45 schools all over Israel, from Mitzpeh Ramon in the south to Zfat in 

the north. The central goal of the program is experiential learning of the basic Jewish values through emphasis on the Zionist dimension and the 

relevance of Jewish values to modern society. This special innovative program is functionally different from the standard learning program is 

schools. The program is taught by outstanding University students who are chosen to teach based on their talent and their ability to befriend 

youth of middle-school age (13-16). 

Each class is given one hour a week of Ruach Yehudit. During this hour, each class is subdivided into three parts with a separate teacher for 

each group. These small groups insure a close and meaningful relationship between the Ruach Yehudit teacher and each student within the 

group. As a result, the Ruach Yehudit teacher becomes a well-liked personality who provides a good listening ear, and is considered worth 

emulating in a meaningful way. 

The program content was written specificallyfor Ruach Yehudit and includes experiential learning units which provide enjoyment as the student 

learns. The feedback from bi-annual evaluations indicate that the students are very satisfied with the program and many of them write that they 

very much look forward to the Ruach Yehudit hour which is simultaneously fun and highly educational. 

The program enjoys full coordination with, and the cooperation of, the Israel Ministry of Education. For each school in which the program is 

taught, there is a process of coordinating expectations with the school's administration and educational staff, thus taking into account the 

specific needs of each school according to the educational level of its students or its special character. 

For areas in which there is a high percentage of Olim, the Ruach Yehudit program is operated with the cooperation of the Ministry of 

Absorption as well. Studies in the immigrant population, and certainly among those from the former Soviet Union, have revealed the depths of 
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ignorance in Judaism and Zionism and their lack of interest therein. This ignorance is a very significant factor inversely related to the successful 

absorption of the Olim in Israel. Apparently, it is an even more important factor in the decision of young Olim to remain in Israel after they turn 

18 or to leave. To fortify the connection between the Olim and their land, great effort is invested in deepening the connection of this population 

to basic knowledge of Judaism and Zionistic values. These schools also receive special reinforcement for special events such as exciting trips 

and other informal activities. This past year Ruach Yehudit opened a special channel of cooperation with the WZO to develop educational 

programs on the subject of Zionist values. As a part of this cooperation, a textbook on the Ethics of the Fathers was published, titled “From the 

Ethics of the Fathers to the Fathers of Zionism. This book will be used next year as part of the eigth-grade curriculum in Israel. In light of the 

success of the Ruach Yehudit program, the Ministry of Education wants to expand activities in two areas. The first is expanding the program to 

65 schools throughout the country. The second is an advanced training program for teachers of Jewish heritage, with the understanding that the 

existing teachers lack some of the basics, both in the subject matter and in the ability to create an exciting learning environment for the students. 

This training program includes a workbook for the students, which will greatly simplify the work of the teachers in teaching the subject and will 

provide a base of organized information for teaching the new subject of Jewish heritage. 

Plans for the Future The Ruach Yehudit program will be studied next year in 65 schools throughout Israel from Kiryat Shmoneh in the north 

to Eilat in the south. In practice, the Ruach Yehudit program has become the largest program in the field of Judaism and Zionism. There is no 

doubt that our involvement in teacher training for these areas transforms our program from an informal program to a more formal important 

program for teaching Judaism and Zionism. 

Attached please find letters from school principals, educational directors and heads of municipalities who know our program and greatly respect 

it. As stated above we have biannual evaluations of our program, and the feeling of the school principals, educational leaders and heads of 

important municipalities is very important to us. It is our base for self-evaluation and our tireless efforts in improving the program.

The varied and interesting teaching methods empower our students and give them an 

opportunity to express their opinions and see other points of view. 

 

It is important to note that many of our students come from immigrant families from the 

former USSR, the Caucasus and Ethiopia, so this is their only opportunity for them to 

come in contact with this kind of content.
